The evening starts with a presentation  “MY DRAKE AND I” by Peter Wildash of Mayo Flycraft, a leading instructor of the Fly Dressers Guild. 

Many artificial flies include feathers from the mallard drake. This presentation looks at some of the different ways such feathers are used in both traditional and contemporary patterns, including applications as hackles wings and body materials. The Inclusion of technology in a live fly dressing demonstration is always a challenge whilst the old adage of “never work with children or animals” is ignored at one’s peril. No animals will be harmed in any way during the evening but someone’s pride and/or reputation may take a dent or two.
